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Where is the bachelor's wife? 

 
 
     We have a young boy that has been coming over to our home recently wanting to hang out 
with my youngest son, Jacob. This young boy comes from a troubled background and is several 
years younger than Jacob. So it is kind of a chore for Jacob to hang out with him. But he does, 
honestly, because he feels pity for him. 
 
     One of the days he was over at our home, he asked me a question as we were outside shoot-
ing some hoops in the driveway. He asked me this (knowing that I am a pastor), "Who made 
God?" 
 
     That isn't a new question. So many young children have 
asked it. And honestly, it is one we need to be prepared to  
answer (1 Peter 3:15).  
 
     So who did make God? 
 
     The answer is no one did. He was not made. He has always existed. Only 
things that had a beginning - like the world need a maker. God had no beginning, 
so God did not need to be made. 
 
     For those of us a little older, a little more can be said. Traditionally, most 
atheists who deny the existence of God believe that the universe was not made; it 
was just "there" forever. They appeal to the first law of thermodynamics for support: "Energy 
can neither be created nor destroyed," they insist.  
 
     Well, if that is so, then that is not science...that's philosophy. Science is based on observa-
tion, and there is no observational evidence that can support the dogmatic "can" and "cannot" 
implicit in this statement. It should read, "{As far as we have observed,} the amount of actual 
energy in the universe remains constant." 
 
     That is, no one has observed any actual new energy either coming into existence or going 
out of existence. Once the first law is understood properly, it says nothing about the universe 
being eternal or having no beginning. As far as the first law is concerned, energy may or may 
not have been created. It simply asserts that if energy was created, then as far as we can tell, the 
actual amount of energy that was created has remained constant since. 
 
     If the universe is not eternal, it needs a cause. On the other hand, if it has no beginning, it 
does not need a cause of its beginning. Likewise, if a god exists who has no beginning, it is 
absurd to ask, "Who made God?" It is a category mistake to ask, "Who made the unmade?" or 
"Who created the Uncreated?" 
 
     It is the same as asking, "Where is the bachelor's wife?" 
 
(For support on this, I consulted the works of Norman Geisler and Josh McDowell.)  
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     For the simple purpose of survival especially in times of economic trou-
bles, I think we can all agree how important it is to have the necessities. But 
what are the necessities? Video games, DVDs, Ice-cream?? 
     As important as those things may sound, they are not necessary. I think it 
boils down to three things and they are FOOD, CLOTHING and SHETER… 
would you agree? 

     Without these three things, the entire human race would eventually die. This is where each 
of us come into play. 
      The body of believers (the church) is responsible for providing these three necessities to all 
who are in need… including us. Not only do some churches provide physical food like a food 
pantry, but we provide a spiritual food as well. 
Joh 6:51 I am the living bread which came down from heaven: if  any man eat of this bread, he 

shall live forever: and the bread that I will  give is my flesh, which I will  give for the life of 
the world. 

  The church provides the clothing of God’s word to keep us protected from the elements of 
this fallen world. 

Psa 25:8 Good and upright is the LORD: therefore will he teach sinners in the way.  
Psa 25:9 The meek will he guide in judgment: and the meek will he teach his way.  
Psa 25:10 All the paths of the LORD are mercy and truth unto such as keep his covenant and 

his testimonies.  
     And the church provides shelter when times are tough. 
Isa 25:4 For thou hast been a strength to the poor, a strength to the needy in his distress, a  
refuge from the storm, a shadow from the heat, when the blast of 
the terrible ones is as a storm against the wall. 

     Whatever we give to the church monetarily or physically is used 
to provide the necessities. If I don’t invest in food for my kitchen or 
clothes for my back, I will start to go hungry and ill prepared for the 
weather outside. 
     And if I don’t invest in the house where I rest, there will be no 
place for me to seek shelter or to invite others a place to come.
