But, this “kind” woman was lying. She took Raoa to the city and sold her to a brothel
owner. Rachana was locked away, and at first sh@tdéat for days. But the brothel owner
quickly got this little 12 year old girl addicted powerful drugs so that she would do what they
wanted to get another fix.

Rachana said she hated holidays because soesdfiere would| wx ¢ o
be over 20 men that would come to be “servicedhéryin one day.
(And the most despicable thing is that wealthy Agaar men are
one of the biggest culprits.)

As Rachana recounted her story for Stephahiepegan weep-
ing. Stephanie was recording this whole story ip peomote the
ministry of Rapha House back in the United StaBes.when
Rachana started weeping, Stephanie held her iarhes, as any
mother would want to do for a hurting child.

But Stephanie then shared something uniquehd@® began to sing. She sang about being
rescued from darkness. She sang about Jesus leifigehy strong piece of granite.” Stephanie
played Rachana’s song that morning in both of corrsip services. Her beautiful haunting
voice pierced all of our hearts as we listenedmaged for this beautiful child.

The ministry of Rapha House is unlike any othat | have ever known. God is still in the
business of rescuing His children from unspeakabieand darkness. Rachana knows that first
